The course "Approaches in intervention and treatment of post-traumatic
disorders" deals with methods of intervention and treatment of reactions to
traumatic stress situations starting from the acute phase, that is, acute stress
reaction and acute stress disorder to post-traumatic stress reaction (PTSD)
and complex trauma. The course will begin with understanding the importance
and position of primary prevention, and then various intervention and
treatment methods will be presented, their typical principles, the key
technigues derived from them and their connection to the reaction and/or
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disorder that developed as a result of exposure to trauma. The course is not
intended to train the participants as therapists with these methods, but to
expose them to the possibilities that exist in the field of trauma intervention
and treatment.
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
